Designers who wish to become either CFD or AIFD go through the same steps initially. First you must pre-qualify as a candi-
date by taking one of five “pathways”, which range from a sequence of courses online to completing a higher-education degree.
Next, the candidate must take both a written test, which is administered online, and an in-person design evaluation. Those
who pass the written exam and who earn a 3.2 or higher on the live design evaluation qualify to become a Certified Floral De-
signer (CFD). Those who earn a 4.0 on the design evaluation are invited to become members of AIFD, which they can do after
submitting three (3) letters of recommendation, including two (2) from current AIFD members.
